This very remote location has many challenges that include the remoteness and
seclusion that places an Idaho family and a single white female in the center of a jungle
surrounded by natives that speak a different language and have different standards and practices
than you do. The only seasonal changes seem to be two weeks of relative dry weather rather than
the normal torrential rains which occur the rest of the year. The constant rain alone would be
depressing to me anyone who has ever experienced NW Washington state weather might
understand, in a small way. All this to say, please pray for Shannon as she is experiencing a return
of some anxiety attacks she has experienced in the past. Hopefully a short break that takes them
out of the jungles for the Christmas holiday will allow the Lord to give her victory over the emotions
t hat plague her.
